The coalition brings together individuals and organizations that help women and girls to stand up to peer pressure
and media stereotypes, say no to risky behavior and abusive relationships, and put an end to relational aggression,
such as bullying — on the playground and in the office

Recognizing the impact self-confidence can have in the lives of girls and women, in 2009 Kappa Delta
Sorority launched the Confidence Coalition to create awareness and address issues that affect the confidence of
girls and women. Everyone who is committed to the confidence movement can be a part of the coalition.

Over time, their confidence
is undermined by the media, the advertising world, parents, peers and their own inner voices. They succumb to peer
pressure to fit in. They bully others and allow themselves to be bullied. They participate in gossip and intimidation.
They become victims of spousal and dating abuse. They participate in risky behaviors like excessive drinking and
sexual promiscuity. They stand back and let others take the lead in organizations, in the workplace and in the
country. They let others define their self-worth.
